


About This Calendar

This Hawaiian lunar calendar features the winning entries of the Hawaii Archipelago Ecosystem Poster Contest. The poster contest invitation  

was sent to 420 public, private, charter and home schools through-out the State. Students were asked to submit posters in four categories:  

grades K-2, 3-5, 6-8 and 9-12.

The Western Pacific Regional Fishery Management Council conducted this contest in the autumn of 2006 to raise public awareness of the Hawaii 

Archipelago, which stretches approximately 1,500 miles and is one of the most biologically unique ecosystems in the world, with numerous  

endemic species. The Council is in the process of amending its existing species-based Fishery Management Plans to place-based Fishery Ecosystem 

Plans (FEPs). Under the new structure the bottomfish, coral reef ecosystem, crustacean and precious coral fisheries in federal waters (3 to 200 miles 

offshore) around Hawaii will be managed under the Hawaii Archipelago FEP. Traditional knowledge and wide community involvement are integral 

parts of the FEP.

Traditional knowledge in this calendar is based on advice provided by Charles Kaaiai, the Council’s Indigenous Coordinator, and by Bob DaMate  

of the Pacific Islands Resource Management Institute. Bob practices the traditional art and science of kilokilo (observation) at Kau on the Big Island. 

However, this calendar provides information for the ahupuaa (traditional land division) of Makiki on the island of Oahu. Traditional knowledge 

based on the moon is extremely site specific and can change not only from one island to another but also from one ahupuaa to another on  

the same island.
